Crisis volunteer experience:
Every student completing the Genetic Counseling Certificate Program (GCCP) must volunteer on a crisis hotline or similar experience. This provides students with training and experience in talking with people who are in crisis.  The experience involves a one-year commitment (i.e. two semesters) or equivalent and must be completed by the time the student graduates (both the training and volunteer components).  
One local crisis hotline is Scarlet Listeners, which is a student-run peer counseling and referral center.  The Scarlet Listeners provides a 60-hour training process to learn how to use active listening to help callers deal with stress, relationships, rape, abortion, death, AIDS, and other important issues.  Other similar programs, such as Contact We Care, exist around NJ.  For other experiences around NJ, search this site:
